CLEANING OF PANEL SURFACE COVERING  
 
Any dust or building debris falling on top of the panels should not be swept across the top of the floor; instead, it should be vacuumed away.  Sweeping access 
floors can force dust between panel edges or onto pedestal heads and stringers which can cause noise issues. 
 
APPLICATION TO FINISHES  

Prior to applying any finishes on the raised access floor system, the entire surface must be thoroughly cleaned and vacuumed. This process is essential to 
prevent dust and debris becoming trapped between panels and in the adhesive layer of subsequent finishes which can lead to potential noise issues. 
 
SITE CONDITIONS  
Activities that generate significant dust onsite, during or after the access floor installation process, should be effectively managed by the head contractor to 
avoid a build-up on pedestal heads or stringers that can cause potential, unwanted noise issues. Vacuuming of fine dust accumulated on the access floor 
panels is recommended over sweeping.
